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SKP Park of Oregon, Inc.

Thank you for your interest in becoming a member of Timber Valley SKP Park of Oregon, Inc.  Timber Valley is an Escapees Co-Op park, established in 1989.

About Timber Valley

Weather:  The SKP park is located in the “banana belt” of Oregon, protected by mountains on the east and west.  The weather is usually mild and pleasant.  Summer days can peak in the 90s, with little rain.  A dusting or two of snow may fall in the winter but is soon gone.  Winter rain is common and overnight freezing may occur in the coldest months.

Nature:  The 90-acre park is surrounded by old growth Douglas fir and oak trees, and Cooper Creek flows along the park’s northeast boundary.  Wildlife of all kinds -- deer, wild turkeys, quail and foxes – are drawn to the creek and the park, to the delight of photographers and animal lovers. Flowers and shrubs grow remarkably well.

Membership Requirements:  Timber Valley is a non-profit corporation in Oregon, for “the pleasure, recreation and other non-profit purposes of the members of the corporation,” and contains 206 full hookup RV lots for its members’ use.  Membership is $10,000 plus the cost of assessments approved by members to maintain park roadways and facilities.  Two people may jointly own a membership.  One of them must be at least 50 to be eligible for the Active Waiting List (AWL) and one must be at least 55 to purchase a membership.  Both Timber Valley members and applicants on the AWL must be members of Escapees, Inc.  A deposit of $1,000 (refundable) and administrative fee of $30 (not refundable) are required to add your name to the AWL.  Members must know and understand the Bylaws of the Corporation and Timber Valley’s Rules and Regulations, and abide by them.

Volunteer:  Members of Timber Valley are expected to take an active part in committees, work parties and park activities.  We have many volunteer opportunities for a variety of skills and talents, interests and abilities.  Make new friends, remain vital, and be willing to contribute your fair share to keep park operation efficient and maintenance economical for all of us.

Lots:  The membership lots are large (average 55’ by 70’) and level, interspersed with greenways and paths.  Driveways through the park are well maintained.  Members are 

entitled to the use of their lot, which includes a storage shed and concrete patio.  The pedestal is equipped with phone jack, electrical and cable TV hookups.  Costs of taxes, city water and sewer, basic cable TV and other common expenses are paid in the annual maintenance fee.  Phone service can be contracted with a local provider; bills for electricity use are issued by the park each month.  All amenities of the park are also available to members – the clubhouse, dump station, picnic area, dog run.  Storage sites may be rented for a fee.  A map of the park is included with this letter.

Sutherlin

The small community of Sutherlin is home to Timber Valley.  Originally a logging town, Sutherlin now is bustling with a variety of businesses, churches, service providers, organizations and activities.  Holiday and summer parades, a rodeo, festivals and car shows, an 18-hole golf course and new public library, offer plenty to do nearby.  Check out http://www.el.com/to/sutherlin for lots more information about Sutherlin.  Oakland, just three miles north, is listed on the National Register of Historic Places.  Don’t miss a leisurely stroll through its Historic District 

Roseburg

Roseburg, 10 miles south of Sutherlin, is the Douglas County seat.  Visit here for shopping at familiar “box stores,” a thriving restored historic downtown and numerous outlying shopping areas.  With VA and community hospitals, strong medical community, good restaurants, a variety of local retail and service providers, daily newspaper and television stations, and an excellent community college, Roseburg provides the amenities of a city in a community of 20,000.  If you enjoy theater, take in performances at the Betty Long Unruh Theater in Roseburg and the Jacoby Theater at Umpqua Community College on the northern outskirts of the city. For information about recreation, attractions, events, government and city/county services in Roseburg, go to http://www.el.com/to/roseburg.

The Area

Our valley is midway between the Cascade Mountains on the east and the Coastal Range on the west.  The mountains both shelter the area and offer an inviting range of outdoor activities, from hiking and sightseeing to fishing and camping.  Stop by the Visitors Centers in Sutherlin and Roseburg for information about tours of the wineries surrounding the communities.  (LOADS of other area information as well!)

Check out the Umpqua River for trout, steelhead and salmon fishing, and its 27 miles designated for fly-fishing.  The North Umpqua River viewing station at Winchester lets you watch adult salmon swimming upstream.  Drive three miles to Cooper Creek Reservoir for steelhead, catfish and trout fishing, as well as picnicking, swimming and boating.  The picturesque Oregon coast is 65 miles away for salmon fishing, crabs and clams.  Don’t miss beach-combing, fine seafood restaurants, fun and funky boutiques, incredible photo opportunities, and the beautiful scenic drive.  Crater Lake National Park, 65 miles southeast, is a memorable day or weekend trip.  Drive the crater’s rim, enjoy a picnic or go camping, dine or stay overnight at the beautiful historic lodge.  Take a leisurely drive on the Diamond Lake Highway (SR 138) to enjoy the many waterfalls along the Umpqua River.

Instructions

· Applicants must be members of Escapees, Inc. and maintain their membership continuously while on the AWL and while members of Timber Valley.

· Both applicants must read, understand, sign and return the Active Waiting List Application form, the Beneficiary Designation form, and the Conduct Agreement to abide by Timber Valley’s Bylaws, Rules and Regulations while staying in the park.  Make copies to keep in your files.

· Include one check in the amount of $1,000 as your deposit for the AWL.  This deposit is fully refundable, without interest, upon written request to be withdrawn from the AWL.  It is credited to the cost of the membership when the applicant reaches the top of the list and a membership becomes available.

· Include a second check in the amount of $30 as administrative fee.  This amount is not refundable.

NOTE:  Applicants must send two separate checks made out to SKP Park of Oregon.

Status:  There are currently _________ on the Active Waiting List; the wait is approximately _______ years.  You can monitor your AWL progress on our website: www.timbervalleyskp.com.
The current price for a membership is ________.  The value of a membership increases with periodic assessments for the purchase of a capital asset or repair.  Assessments, approved by vote of Timber Valley members, are basically a loan to the park that is fully refundable when the membership is relinquished.

Renting a lot:  Applicants who are within the top 25 of the AWL may rent a lot (if available) and stay in the park until their membership lot becomes available.  If you are considering this option, be aware that rent may be paid monthly or weekly and is not refunded when your membership lot becomes available.  If you are approaching the top of the list, you may choose to rent by the week rather than pay a month’s rent for a lot you may occupy only a week or two.

· Timber Valley requires members to be active participants in committees, work parties and park activities.  By signing this form, applicants agree to volunteer and do their fair share of work, in keeping with their own skills, talents, interests and abilities.
